COMPACT Debate

Derbyshire was represented at the Compact debate, led by the new commissioner , Bert Massey, in Birmingham. Lorna Wallace from CVP, Bolsover and laura Daniels from derbyshire PCT were both present at the event.

The debate continues online, ending on November 10th. All comments can be viewed on the Compact website.

Key points from the debate were;

That those present favoured the “Welsh Model” for future Compact activity, ie that we “prove what we are doing” and have regard to Compact codes of practice as opposed to responding to statutory duties.

It was suggested that codes of practice should be more concise and have tangible practices with duplication removed

The BME code should be changed to an equalities code

It was noted that Compact was not strongly referenced in the CAA, and  that this should be changed
