	West Hallam Local Meetings re: Behaviour of Young People

A local resident has requested a meeting to tackle problems associated with the poor behaviour of young people.
A multi-agency approach is needed to tackle the problems. Police and Parish Council have already shown an interest in being involved and she would like to invite EBC, Pride in Erewash and all other relevant agencies.  The person at the meeting needs to have enough authority to act on proposals.

	EBC – pass to Pride In Erewash Co-ordinator, Community Safety Team, Neighbourhood Wardens

DCC – pass to Youth Service

A meeting was organised by Gill Riley of Neighbourhood Watch and was attended by a number of partners. The Fire Service are going to look in to the verges and Richard Windsor is going to be involved. Wardens to monitor this area when out on patrol and to work with Safer Neighbourhood Team if and when required. Another meeting is planned for one month.
This meeting took place on 15 January 2009 at The Dales Shopping Centre, Representatives from Erewash Borough Council, West Hallam Parish Council, Police, Fire and Tesco were in attendance.

	Dog Fouling
There is a lack of signs re: dog fouling fines.  Dog fouling is on the increase.  Specific problem areas: Oliver Road, paths by the side of Ladywood School, the shopping area in Kirk Hallam, Goule Avenue.

A lot of dogs walking their dogs without leads particularly ‘fighting’ type breeds.  Do we have any statistics from the Police on how many people have been fined or prosecuted in the Kirk Hallam area over the past year.
	· A new dog warden is starting work with EBC w/c 20/10/08.  Signs are put up where it is deemed necessary with a £75 fine for first offence and the power to prosecute through the court for further offences.  

· There have been no prosecutions of people for having banned fighting dogs in the last 2 years.  The Police are able to prosecute people who have vicious dogs and any specific concerns are to be passed to Inspector Pete Szabo for him to pass onto the Safer Neighbourhood Teams.
· One report received of ‘dangerous dog’ in Larklands. SNT officer visited and found that the case was more one of a lack of supervision/control. The dog has been rehoused out of Erewash. No other serious complaints received to date, but SNT staff will follow up concerns if they are deemed too serious for Dog wardens, but generally do not have powers to act if issues are about a dog’s behaviour on private land.

	Rubbish and Household Items Dumped
What can be done to tackle large amounts of rubbish left outside houses and also large household items eg: fridge/freezers, microwaves, broken furniture.  If reported via the Pride Line, EBC remove it and this can then give the culprits ‘permission’ to continue dumping rubbish.
	If rubbish is dumped in front gardens this becomes an amenity problem and they can be asked to tidy it up.  If the rubbish is not in sight of the road it becomes more difficult. On the highway it becomes flytipping and they can be prosecuted through the courts.  EBC are working with DCC to target flytipping.  Where rubbish becomes a health hazard, Environmental services will be involved.

The Pride in Erewash Co-ordinator will arrange for the local Neighbourhood Warden to investigate any reports of flytipping with a view to prosecution. 

	Playgrounds in Kirk Hallam
Young people, 14 years plus, are being delivered by their parents to the under 10’s play ground on Wyndale Drive.  Often these young people are bringing alcohol or purchasing it from local shops, sometimes by asking adults to purchase it for them.  Although the local Police Officer has been very helpful there has been a less favourable response by the Police Officers who have responded to evening call outs.  A particular incident allegedly involved not breathalysing a young person who got into a car after drinking.

In another incident Police Officers allegedly gave the all clear to teenagers to play football within the play area itself.

Suggestions which residents wish to be considered are:

· the erection of a high fence with nominated local residents taking responsibility for locking it up at night and reopening it in the morning.

· A MUGA, (multi use games area).  This should be sited at the opposite end of the estate to Windsor Crescent.  £30k has been secured through the Lottery and Mike Elliott, Groundwork, is identifying a relevant site

· Skateboard Park – Dave Brown has been going to resite this for the last 3 years.

Other issues include the selling of alcohol to under 18’s at the Co-op in Kirk Hallam.  Sometimes adults buy it for under 18’s but the staff know.
	Specific incidents regarding the behaviour of the police should be reported immediately to Inspector Szabo.

Currently Ilkeston police officers are committed to an operation in the Cotmanhay area.  Kirk Hallam is the next area to be targeted.  Kirk Hallam Neighbourhood Warden to work with Safer Neighbourhood Team

The anti-social behaviour team organised a residents meeting has been held on 12th November to discuss the issues identified.  Another follow up meeting will be arranged for March.
Under ‘Operation Wasted’  (Licensing enforcement) and ‘Operation Endeavour 2’ (Anti social behaviour/violent crime reduction) ongoing patrols to counter local nuisance problems are continuing until April.. All SNT staff are aware of the issues and are tasked to patrol the area and take positive action when appropriate. This includes alcohol seizures, ASB letters and prosecutions if appropriate. There will also be licensing visits carried out, both overt and covert to assess compliance with licensing laws.

During the day Neighbourhood Wardens can ask teenagers to leave play areas.  It was recommended that local residents keep Anti-social Behaviour Diaries – these are available from Gemma Nash or Lisa Bayley at Erewash Borough Council.
Re: football incident in play area – Inspector Pete Szabo discussed with SNT staff – this took place before the signage was erected. All local youths have been spoken to since the signs went up and know they should not be inside the fenced area.

The erection of a high fence would be very unusual and is not something which Erewash has done within the borough before.  There are other issues to be considered such as the need to carry out a risk assessment.  Suggestion will be passed to the relevant people within EBC.
Skateboard Park – to be passed to Dave Brown.

It is an offence to supply alcohol to under 18’s and the police’s licensing team are very strong across Amber Valley/Erewash.  Tests have been carried out across the borough with trained youngsters. Further activity is planned over the next few months.

	Mobile Phone Mast – Sandhu’s Supermarket
There is much local opposition to the proposed erection of a mobile phone mast at the rear of Sandhu’s Supermarket.  Can local residents hold a peaceful protest?

	Police cannot advocate a protest.  But there is no law to stop protests taking place, as long as they do not cause an obstruction and are not too large. The police would need to be made aware of any protests taking place.  Inspector Pete Szabo suggested other means such as petitions, media awareness etc.  

Elaine Minnighan, Deputy Director, Legal & Democratic Services, explained that if an application has been received it has to go through a consultation process.  
No application received as yet, if an application is submitted, Erewash Borough Council will publicise in the normal way and any resident will be able to make their representations known.

	Footpath alongside 45 Ladywood Road
What can be done about problems we are having with a footpath that runs alongside our garden?  We get abuse from kids on the footpath; stones thrown at the windows; beer cans and bottles thrown over the fence; the fence being kicked and other nuisance occurrences and damage
	According to the Land Registry this footpath is under the ownership of Three Valleys Housing and not Derbyshire County

SNT have held a site visit with DCC. The area is included on the Problem Profile for Ladywood Road. Officers are in regular liaison with key residents (2 of whom are KINs). There have been no reported problems since before Christmas but officers are in the process of revisiting them.

	Lights out on footpath between Kenilworth Drive and Keswick court, Kirk Hallam – it is unknown whose responsibility it is.
	Identified that this footpath is Three Valleys Housing responsibility – reported to them on 13 January.  Scheduled for repair 23 January 2009.
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
