	Item raised
	Response

	 Information requested on proposals for Kirk Hallam play areas.

Godfrey Drive play area is badly lit and this encourages ASB.

	An amount of £180,000 was included in the 2007/08 Capital Programme as the first year of a phased improvement programme on Play Areas within the Borough. 

The monies spent so far in Phase 1 have been as follows:

· Provide a new footpath link to the Skate Park at Abbotsford Community Centre.
· Remove the existing Playground Equipment at Abbotsford Community Centre, Shipley View, Wyndale Drive and Godfrey Drive, Kirk Hallam.

· Complete new footpaths and fencing to Windsor Crescent, Nuthall Circle, and Dallimore Road Public Open Space, Kirk Hallam

Works outstanding on Phase 1 are the painting of Play Area Equipment at Nuthall Circle, Windsor Crescent and Dallimore Road, Kirk Hallam.

 Phase 2 of the programme is to fully refurbish the Play Areas at Godfrey Drive and Wyndale Drive, Kirk Hallam and Abbotsford Community Centre.

Phase 2 has been tendered using a two stage restricted process. Erewash has also collaborated with High Peak Borough Council to approach the market with joint tender realising appropriate efficiencies in the process. The associated consultation has led to the tender process taking longer than initially anticipated.

 Expressions of interest and long listing of 10 companies has been finalised to provide two designs which are based on a play area which is 15 metres x 20 metres in size. The tender submission deadline was 12noon on the 23rd April.

Clarification meetings and presentations are expected during the week commencing 28th April.  Following consultation the award of the contract is expected in early June 2008.

	Footpath at the rear of Valley View is subject to anti social behaviour – problems have escalated since DCC provided new foot path
	Referred to ASB Co-ordinator for investigation

	ASB Diary sheets not supplied to local resident after request made at previous forum – Diary Sheets to be sent and failure to be recorded and responded to via the Council’s Complaints system
	All done.

	Can venues and times be co-ordinated with bus timetables or could the Council Chamber be used
	We are looking for where to hold the forums – this will probably be Kirk Hallam.

	Bus routes require review to allow bus to run down Godfrey Drive
	Trent Buses – Ilkeston Flyer and No. 21 run regularly down Godfrey Drive during the week with a reduced service on Sundays but with additional No. 20

	Can County Council be asked to enable the use of the flood lights at Kirk Hallam Community College out of hours so the Community can use.
	Councillor Michelle Booth has raised this issue with the school who have been quoted £50,000 to replace the lighting.  As the main beneficiaries would be the community and not the school, whose use of the facility is during daylight hours only, it would be very difficult to justify such costs.  If alternative funding routes can be identified the school would be very interested.

	Neighbourhood Wardens in the Kirk Hallam area.
	There are a total of 8 full time Neighbourhood Wardens, 2 Car Park Wardens and 1 Warden Support Officer within Erewash Borough Council. Their work includes car parking, markets, chargeables, abandoned vehicles, fly posting, fly tipping, litter, graffiti, National Indicator 195, anti-social behaviour, Hi Vis patrols & fixed penalties.
