	PRESENTATION FROM LEW HALL, GOVERNOR – EREWASH NORTH, DERBYSHIRE HEALTHCARE NHS FOUNDATION TRUST


	1 in 3 / 1 in 4 people will suffer from a mental health issue in their lifetime. 80 to 90% of such cases will be dealt with by a GP. Where a GP can’t deal with the issue the Foundation Trust steps in.
The Trust is concerned about the health of both the patient and their carer(s).
In February this year the Trust obtained Foundation Trust status. With this status the money saved in one year can be carried over to the next. They can now also borrow money. With this responsibility comes greater accountability. As a result they have formed a body of governors.
The governors hold the directors of the Foundation Trust to task. There are also individual members of the Trust (members of the public). This is a good way for people to have their say and inform the Trust of what people want.
The objective of the Derbyshire Healthcare NHS Foundation Trust is to be the best NHS Trust in the UK.

	OUTSTANDING ISSUES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING - 16.06.11


	Windsor Crescent MUSA, Kirk Hallam
The previous meeting noted incidents of anti-social behaviour at the newly installed MUSA (Multi Use Sports Area)
Cllr Frudd:
Is the lighting switching off automatically (as it should do)?


	Scott Cartledge, Neighbourhood Warden Manager, Erewash Borough Council:
This area has been monitored by our Neighbourhood Wardens in partnership with Derbyshire Police and the problems now seem to have reduced. We will continue to monitor this with the Police and continue to liaise with the Pupil Referral Unit. 

Inspector Nick Daines, Derbyshire Constabulary:
There has been one incident reported between the last meeting and this one. I think this low statistic reflects the high level of resources deployed and also the end of the novelty value of this new facility. Hopefully it is now much better and the youngsters who want to use the MUSA for legitimate purpose can do so without fear of intimidation.

Scott Cartledge, Neighbourhood Warden Manager, Erewash Borough Council:

Action: Scott Cartledge to check with Dave Bramwell (Head of Green Space & Street Scene, Erewash Borough Council) that the lighting timer switches are functioning correctly at the Windsor Crescent MUSA.
Response from Scott Cartledge on 20/10/11: I have spoken to Tony Walker (Technical Support Officer, Erewash Borough Council) and he confirms that the lights are now on a timer and are in working order.


	Queen Elizabeth Way shops, Kirk Hallam

The previous meeting noted instances of anti-social behaviour occurring at this location.
Resident:

Resident:
What youth engagement work is taking place in this area?
	Inspector Nick Daines, Derbyshire Constabulary:

Instances of anti-social behaviour at this location have been highlighted at Police Panel meetings. There has been a lot of work here, especially at Queen Elizabeth Way. Since the time of the last meeting a certain resident has been to court and has been sentenced to nine months in prison. This one individual acted as a magnet for this type of behaviour. His inner circle got a rude awakening when he was sentenced.
In terms of what will happen when he is released he also got an Anti-social Behaviour Order (ASBO) for five years. It is unusual for a court to give the maximum five years. If the ASBO is breached he will be arrested and back before the courts. I think this is good news. It does not mean that all the issues at Queen Elizabeth Way are resolved. We have another group who have moved in following the resident mentioned being sent to prison. We are monitoring these individuals with increased patrols. We have seized alcohol from them.
There was a nasty assault in the area. The individuals involved have been released on bail. The feedback from the officers investigating is that the investigation is progressing positively. I feel positive action has been taken in this area. We have done good work with Erewash Borough Council’s Neighbourhood Wardens and with Three Valleys Housing.

When the gentleman mentioned is released from prison we’ll be putting out flyers with his photo on and the conditions of his release. We have done this work with the Erewash Community Safety Partnership.
In the immediate vicinity of Queen Elizabeth Way and in conjunction with the Ilkeston Advertiser.

There will be youth engagement activities across the October half term week. There are five priority areas identified, with Kirk Hallam being one of them.

Action: Ian Marsden (Consultation Officer, Erewash Borough Council) to obtain a list of the youth engagement activities planned for October half-term from Kat Thornhill of Erewash Community Safety Partnership.
Response from Kat Thornhill, Community Safety Officer, Erewash Community Safety Partnership on 19/10/11: The nearest event to Kirk Hallam scheduled for the October half-term break is the ‘Autumn Vibe 2011’ running at Nottingham Road Methodist Church.

	Sharp turn on A6096 near to Bulls Head pub, Little Hallam

	QUESTIONS SUBMITTED ON THE EVENING – 18.10.11


	Dog fouling
Resident:
Can you advise us on the latest news regarding the dog fouling problem with specific reference to West Hallam?
Is there any way that the council can reach out to communities to remind people what can be done regarding dog fouling?

Is there any documentation that can be issued regarding dog fouling and why it’s so important that it needs to be stopped, e.g. using local press etc?

Is there some wording that you can put together to explain the health issues that can then be used by the Parish Council to promote via community magazines, our notice boards, etc?
People can be reluctant to report dog fouling for fear of reprisal. You need to make it clear that someone can report anonymously.
	Scott Cartledge, Neighbourhood Warden Manager, Erewash Borough Council:

Dog fouling issues seem to be in waves. At the moment dog fouling appears to have relatively ‘dropped off’ as an issue other than some specific issues in Cotmanhay. We are still doing covert patrols where appropriate. Such patrols are resource intensive. It is unfeasible for us to have someone doing a covert patrol all day. High visibility is a good deterrent.
Inspector Nick Daines, Derbyshire Constabulary:
If people are informed that uniformed people are watching them they are less likely to commit a crime.

Scott Cartledge, Neighbourhood Warden Manager, Erewash Borough Council:
You’ll find that dog fouling is committed by the minority of dog owners. Issuing letters to a street stating that there has been a dog fouling problem identified in the area can offend the innocent majority. We are recruiting a second Neighbourhood Dog Warden. They will be working different hours to our current Neighbourhood Dog Warden. We are interviewing applicants in the next couple of weeks. They will work later at night and at weekends.

We have some signage that we can circulate.

Action: Scott Cartledge to compose some words on behalf of West Hallam Parish Council for them to subsequently use in their magazine, on their notice boards, etc.
Response: Scott Cartledge e-mailed copies of the relevant forms to the resident on 20/10/11.
Steve Birkinshaw, Head of Planning and Regeneration, Erewash Borough Council:
There is a parallel with planning enforcement. We very much relying on the community’s support to provide information to help us. We rely on communities to set the standards.
Scott Cartledge, Neighbourhood Warden Manager, Erewash Borough Council:
People can report anonymously via our Pride Line telephone service 24 hours a day, seven days a week. All the information collected via Pride Line comes through to me and is filtered to the relevant department.


	Scrap metal recyclers
Resident:

Is there a limit to the number of scrap metal dealers that are allowed? There seem to be a lot more around now. Are all of them legitimate?

There are also health and safety issues e.g. the carriage of scrap metal.
Can the police stop scrap metal dealers to ask them if they have the correct paperwork?

Cllr Frudd:

One of the scrap metal dealers in our area plays the song ‘Any old iron’ through a loud speaker to announce their arrival in an area.


	Inspector Nick Daines, Derbyshire Constabulary:

The simple reason of why there are more is the price of scrap metal. It’s a way to make money. To collect scrap metal on a commercial basis you need a Waste Traders’ Licence for the area in which you are operating, i.e. a licence in Beeston would not be valid within Erewash. As far as numbers go I am not aware of any restrictions on the numbers that are allowed. The theft of metal is an issue nationally. We do pay particular attention to scrap metal dealers as a result of this trend.

Any road safety issues fall under the remit of the police. The Environment Agency will check that they are carrying the legitimate amount of scrap metal. The police work in partnership with the Environment Agency.
Yes, officers are under instruction to stop them and ask them to demonstrate the appropriate paperwork. Unfortunately we don’t have the opportunity to stop every vehicle of this nature. If a member of the public were to see any activity that arouses suspicion we’d advise to get in touch with the police. Getting the registration of the vehicle is very useful to us.
The police do need to know about people using loud speaker systems. There are rules about the use of public address systems.


	The transferring of issues between areas
Resident:

There are instances of issues not being resolved but being passed from one area to another. For example, the scrap metal dealer just mentioned who plays ‘Any old iron’, he was chased out of Spondon. We’ve also found it with youths being chased out of Cotmanhay and then coming to Kirk Hallam. How do you counter for this movement of a problem?

	Inspector Nick Daines, Derbyshire Constabulary:

There was a problem with anti-social behaviour in West Hallam. A lot of young people were coming from Kirk Hallam as there is a youth club at West Hallam Community Centre. There will inevitably be this type of migration. The ones causing trouble in Kirk Hallam at the MUSA were not the ones causing trouble in West Hallam. The way that the police use and share information is so much more effective than it has been in the past so we are more capable at countering a moving problem such as those highlighted.


	Playing field, Wirksworth Road, Kirk Hallam
Resident:

We have had a number of issues with Dale Abbey Parish Council’s playing field over the years. There have been drug transactions there. We have had a site meeting to discuss the issues. On each occasion our Parish Clerk has asked if a Neighbourhood Warden could be at the meeting. A Neighbourhood Warden has not attended to date. How can we get someone there?

	Scott Cartledge, Neighbourhood Warden Manager, Erewash Borough Council:

Please use the Pride Line or my own e-mail address to make such requests. We have a dedicated Neighbourhood Warden for the area. I will speak to you at the end of the meeting to provide you with the necessary contact details.

	Vehicle Activated Sign (VAS), High Lane East, West Hallam
West Hallam Parish Council invested in this installation of this sign. Speeding is still a problem. Can the safety camera vehicle be positioned in High Lane East on occasions? It tends to be located in Stanley Common only at present.


	Inspector Nick Daines, Derbyshire Constabulary:

I will pass your request on to appropriate team to see if there is an opportunity to locate the van at the location suggested.
Response from Inspector Nick Daines on 20/10/11: I have been in touch with Ian Windmill of the CREST team. He reports that the CREST team are now deploying at three sites along High Lane at regular intervals, in response to speeding issues and concerns raised by members of the local Community.
Ian Marsden, Consultation Officer, Erewash Borough Council:
The safety camera vehicle was located on High Lane East one evening within the last month.
