	OUTSTANDING ISSUES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING - 10.12.09



	QUESTION ARISING OUT OF 1-2-1 SESSIONS:

Long Eaton: Traffic Calming
A local resident – former owner of a taxi firm - complained that the traffic calming features on various streets in Long Eaton were too high.  It was alleged that they had been the cause of several incidents of damage to his vehicles.  The roads in question include Breedon Street, Curzon Street, Douglas Road, Bridge Street and College Street.

A traffic calming feature at the junction of College Street/Canal Street had recently been re-profiled and was much better as a result.  Do DCC have any plans to carry out similar work on the traffic calming in other streets?

This matter was raised with the Traffic & Safety Office who confirmed that most of the humps that had caused problems on streets in this area have been re-profiled in the recent past.  Some of the routes mentioned by the resident – including Breedon Street and Curzon Street – had already been dealt with.  The Highways Officer has requested that, if the resident could be more specific about which streets he believed were a problem, he could arrange our lab team to investigate further.  

 



	QUESTIONS SUBMITTED ON THE EVENING



	Why do you allow this beautiful village of Draycott to be spoilt, degraded and disrespected by a minority of people and youths?  Also, why do we not see a street cleaner, a service that you pay for?
Will there be notices if dog control orders are introduced?

Why don't the council lead from the front? - dog waste bags were issued free but this has been withdrawn.  How much has the council saved?  The perception is that people think that the council doesn't care so why should they care.
One resident has found in the past that when he rang Prideline about litter he has been told sometimes that the land belongs to DCC or Three Valleys
Sandiacre litter pickers are picking up litter in all the parks on a daily basis but the areas covered by EBC litter pickers are not covered as often.  Hayworth road park has a big problem with glass.

ASB around the Moults area.  He has been talking to residents of the flats and this has been an issue for years.  CCTV camera needs to be on the Moults themselves to catch the young people riding motorbikes.  In the summer residents have to keep the windows closed because of the foul language, motorbikes etc.

	· Dog Fouling - Senior Neighbourhood Warden responded - a number of dog fouling issues have been raised and if the residents are able to get more specific details he can arrange to get a covert surveillance in place.  The Neighbourhood Warden has taken some details and these will be investigated.  It is always difficult to catch the culprits as it is necessary to witness the dog fouling actually happening.  We are currently looking at dog control orders which may include dogs being restricted to certain areas or excluded from some areas; a possible limit on number of dogs taken out etc.  Abusers of any such control orders will be issued with a fixed penalty notice.
          Senior Neighbourhood Warden responded -  Yes, in and around any 

             affected areas and in local newspapers

          Senior Neighbourhood Warden responded - the dog waste bags 

             were withdrawn due to budgetary decisions.  The ownership of a dog 
             comes with its responsibility.
             Cllr Wallis responded - not only financial, EBC was the only local  

             council who gave out free dog bags and people came from other 

             areas to get the free dog waste bags.  It is the owners responsibility 

             to clean up after their dogs not the councils.  

             Cllr Clare advised the forum that Draycott Parish Council do give out   

             free dog waste bags - they are blue.
              It was brought to the forums attention that dog waste bags can be 

              disposed of in all litter bins across the borough.  It was pointed out 

              that there may be issues for the Draycott litter picker who has 

              responsibility for emptying the litter bins around the park.

· Litter - Cllr Clare responded - the Parish Council are particular aware of this.  We employ a litter picker who works 5 days a week.  Unfortunately, if litter is left on Friday or Saturday evening it will not be addressed until Monday.

      Senior Neighbourhood Warden responded - Erewash Borough    

      Council have a programme of litter sweeping and street cleaning.

             Cllr Wallis responded - At the Borough Parish Forum last night,    

             (14.04.10), this was debated in great detail.  On 22 April DCC     

             parishes are holding their 6 monthly forum in Matlock and the             

             Erewash Parish Councils are looking to speak as one  

             voice and one of the items they want to be considered are putting in 

             place these dog control orders and making people totally 

             responsible for their own pets.  Erewash Parish Councillors are to 
             take this issue to the meeting at Matlock next week

· Fly tipping - Cllr Wallis responded - EBC has a hit squad who deal with fly tipping.  If you ring EBC and ask for the fly tipping hit squad they will come out and deal with it. If it is private land EBC do not have the authority to deal with fly tipping on such land without receiving the relevant landowner’s permission.
             Senior Neighbourhood Warden responded - if fly tipping is on private                  

             land the Neighbourhood Warden will order them to clear it up.

      Cllr Parkinson responded - he hoped that the resident has not  

      experienced this recently as we now  work in a climate of partnership 

      and any reports of fly tipping or litter reported to EBC will be taken 

      and EBC will contact the responsible organisation or individual.
· Anti Social Behaviour (ASB) - SNT officer is aware of these issues now and is to deal with the ASB. 

      SNT PCSO Karen Pykett responded - we may need to set up a 

      community speed watch for this area

            Community Safety Partnership may have some temp CCTV  cameras   

            - to forward this request to relevant officer
             The Community Safety Officer responded to state that we unfortunately don't have a temporary CCTV system available. However, the Safer Neighbourhood Team Sergeants do have a limited number that they have access to. The Community Safety Officer went on to state that she was not aware of any issues being reported in connection to the 'Moults' area so could any such issues please be reported on 0845 907 2244 or to the police on 0345 123 33 33 to allow the necessary action to be taken.


	Cars parked on pavement along Derby Road.

	Senior Neighbourhood Warden responded - parking on the pavement is not an offence so long as the vehicle is not causing an obstruction.  However, driving up the pavement is.  If double yellow lines are in place they refer to the whole highway up to the boundary ie it includes the pavement.  Any specific problems let the Neighbourhood Warden and Parking Enforcement team know and they will investigate.
