	Funding bids to reinstate one or more of the outdoor tennis courts at Rutland Sports Park have been considered by the council in both the 2007/08 and 2008/09 budget rounds.  Neither bid was supported in the face of more important investment priorities facing the council, many of which were leisure related like the priority one condition survey works needed at West Park Leisure Centre and Victoria Leisure Centre.  The council has no plans to reinstate the tennis courts and a sum of £10,000 has been set aside in the 2008/09 budget for the removal of fencing around the courts and other works to make the area safe.
