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	1 Glendale House, Tamworth Road, Long Eaton

What is being done to minimise the problems from the residents of Glendale House – children playing football 9.30am on a busy Tamworth Road; zigzagging on bicycles across Tamworth Road causing problems for drivers; gathering in large groups outside the home intimidating passers by?

	This is a privately run children’s home which caters for young people 12 – 17 year old from very challenging backgrounds.  Police and Safer Neighbourhood Team have regular contact with them.  They have strict curfews in place and are generally more strict about this than council run children’s home. The main problem is that the activities provided are not diverse enough to cater for the wide age range.  It has been suggested that the company only house 12 – 15 year olds in Long Eaton and 16 – 17 year olds in Derby to address this problem.

	2 Long Eaton Train Station Car Park
KAM commercial vehicle is parked almost daily in a prime spot by the road side in the car park.  Parking charges have been paid but is this not very cheap advertising.  On occasions people have been unable to find a parking space in the car park and have had to park on the public road.  This opens the gate for other local businesses to use the car park for advertising purposes.

	Erewash Borough Council is currently reviewing car parking within the borough and will be consulting with residents with regard to the future decriminalisation of illegal parking.

There is no legislation preventing a person from parking a vehicle displaying a company name on it in a public car park and the vehicle concerned is not in this way or any other way (i.e. by failing to display a valid parking ticket) being parked illegally.
 

It will be very difficult, if not impossible, to distinguish between when a vehicle is being parked and used as a mode of transport and when it is being parked and used as a means of advertising.  Consequently, it has been agreed that the further investigation of this matter would be inappropriate and would not be in the public interest
 

	3  Disability Equality Duty - EBC
When is the council going to fulfil its obligation under the Disability Equality Duty – offering job tasters to people with a learning disability.  At present only school children are being offered work experience.  A retail employer is currently after 15 job tasters supported by MENCAP and the company HR.
	EBC are working towards level 3 Equality Standards. Protocols in place now for work experience for young people at school.

	4  Toilet Closures
Who has decided on the toilet closures in the area?

	There was an independent review by APSE.  EBC has twice as many toilets as other similar sized authorities.

Following a scrutiny meeting the following toilets are to be closed:

Cotmanhay Road, Ilkeston        Wilne road, Sawley

Tamworth Road, Long Eaton    College Street, Long Eaton

Derby Road, Ilkeston                 Bowling green/changing rooms – West Park, Long Eaton

Other toilet closures are awaiting guidance on improving access to better toilets.


	5 Disability Toilet  

Could the old market place be turned over to disabled parking with the provision of toilet facilities suitable for disabled and their carers?  This would be a good way to promote the town especially with the area being flat and accessible.

	6 Cost of Grass Cutting by Three Valleys
£3.78 being charged.  Can EBC provide an update on the charges being imposed by Three Valleys Housing?

	Three Valleys have been invited to attend a scrutiny meeting but have declined. Three Valleys Housing have no obligation to attend scrutiny meetings.
Councillor Camm is to approach Three Valleys Chief Exec for written explanation.

	7 Bus Passes

Could we have some information about who does accept the new bus pass.

	Councillor Camm to take to DCC.

	8 Waverley Street 
Is anything being done about the youths and skateboarders who congregate on the new grassed area by the side of the car park on Waverley Street, Long Eaton?  

The rubbish is a disgrace too.

Vandalism has occurred to the new walking area which runs by the side of St Laurence Church.
	A multi agency approach is being taken and under Operation Bromide, tackling graffiti, officers are about to make some arrests.
Safer Neighbourhood Team and Neighbourhood Services are working together on these issues and the situation is being monitored by PCSO & Neighbourhood Warden.  A meeting to be held on Monday 21 July with other partners.  This needs to be approached by working together.  The main problem is lack of facilities/opportunities for young people, possibly mobile skatepark to be utilised. 
Vandalism/graffiti – ‘restorative justice’ is coming online for this type of offence
