RISLEY 3 short walks

IN AND AROUND ERE

The walks in this leaflet have been specially arranged for families. They are
relatively short but cover a variety of landscape features. All three walks begin
from the Risley Park public house car park on Derby Road, Risley.

If you enjoy walking around Risley, you may like to try Country Walk 2: Waik in
the Clouds, a 6-mile circular walk, which explores some of the highest ground in
Frewash with breathtaking views over the Trent and Erewash Valleys and
Country Walk 15: The Farmer’s Walk, a 5%-mile circular route, which explores
the countryside around Risley and Dale Abbey.

On the back of this leaflet we have included an ‘I Spy’ which can be used by
younger members of the family during the walk. There are also a few questions
within the text that can be answered during the walk.

WALK 1 (3% miles)

Turn left out of the pub car park and walk
along the road, up the hill to Lindley House.
Cross over the road (taking care) and walk up
the signposted bridleway to the top of the hill.

Q1 What is the name of the farm on your
right?

On your left is Hopwell Hall. Carry on
walking to Peat Meadow Farm and take the
signposted footpath. Walk across the field to
the hedge line and follow along (keeping the
hedge to your right) to the waymarker. Go
through the gap in the hedge and watk to the
middle of the field where you will come to a
field path, turn left and carry on to the stile.

Q2 Whar long distance walk is signposted on
the stile?
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If you look to your left at this point you can
see Church Wilne Reservoir. Cross over the
stile and follow the path to the next stile and
walk diagonally right over the next field to the
gate and stile. Cross over the stile and follow
the fence line, keeping it on your left, to the
next stile. Go over the stile and turn right
following the farm track.

Q3 What is the hill called on vour right?

Walk over the cattle grid and follow the track
to Keys Farm and down the hill to the stile.
Here you are crossing over the Ock Brook.
Carry on to the next stile, cross over, walk up
the hill, following the track to the road. At the
road junction turn right. Walk along for about
Y4 mile, past Sandiacre Lodge, until you come

to a waymarker and stile in the right-hand
hedge. Cross over the stile and foliow the
right-hand hedge line to the next stile. Walk
slightly diagonally left towards Risley Park
Farm and go over the stile in the hedge. Walk
diagonally left to the gate next to the farm. Go
through the gate, over the drive, through the
next gate and follow the waymarker down the
track to the gate post. Walk down the field,
keeping the hedge line on your right and cross
over the footbridge. Walk up the field to the
right of Risley Lodge, cross over the next two
stiles, stay in the field and walk down the hill,
with the hedge line on your right, and turn left
just before the footbridge. Continue with the
hedgeline on your right, over the stiles to the
tarmac drive. Follow the drive to the main
road and back to the car park.
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el Post Office, Risley

WALK 3 (3 miles)

Turn right out of the car park and walk past
Risley Hall, Treetops and the petrol station to
house number 71A. At this point turn right
down the lane. Continue along the lane and
over the A52 bridge. Tumn immediately left
after the bridge, in between the fence and the
hedge, carry on and over the stile. Follow the
path through the small woed and over the stile.
Walk across the field following the hedgeline
and over the footbridge. Walk through the
next two ficlds and over the small footbridge
and into the field.

Q1 What is the name of the road on your left?

Carry on along the path and turn right onto the
footpath just before the metal gate, You are
now walking on a scction of the old Derby
Canal which was opened in 1796 and
abandoned in 1964, Continue in the same
direction and over the stiles until you come to
a car park. Go through the car park, across the
road and over the stile to the right of the
Navigation pub. Carry on along this path,

Look out for the Derby & Sandiacre Canal
information panel on your left in the hedge.
Walk up the steps and bear left to the stile.
Turn right after the stile and walk along the
track to Cottage Farm.

Q2 If you look to your left in the distance there
is an old mill, what is its name?

At the farm, just before the barn, cross over the
stile on your right. Tumn immediately left and
walk along the hedgeline to the corner of the
field. Turn right here, do not go over the stile
ot your left. Continue until you come to a
stile in the left hedge, cross over and walk
diagonally towards the left corner of the field
and over the stile. Keep left and walk around
the edge of the field until you come to another
stile. Cross over and walk diagonally right and
over the footbridge. Cut the corner off the
field and walk to the opposite hedge and cross
over the stile and the field to the opposite
hedge. Walk diagonally right to the comer of
the field, take the lefi stile, turn immediately
right and walk to the road. Tumn left up the

road to the junction then turn left to the car park.
