WEST HALLAM 3 short walks

The walks in this leaflet have been specially arranged for families. They are relatively
short but cover a variety of landscape features, from open fields to small woodlands.
All three walks begin from the Dales shopping area car park near to School Square,
next to Beech Lane and 'The Village'.

When parking in and around the village please show consideration for the residents’
requirements.

Why not pick up Country Walk number 14, The Cat & Fiddle Ttrail, for an
alternative 5% mile circular route along the footpaths around the villages of West
Hallam and Stanley.

On the back of this leaflet we have included an ‘I Spy' which can be used by younger
members of the family during the walk. There are also a few questions within the text
that can be answered during the walk.

WALK 1 (3 miles)

Start

West Hallam Parish Council. TRAFFIC).
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Walk down Lewcote Lane and follow the
track to a disused road. Cross over the
road, bearing diagonally right, and follow
the path towards the trees. Turn right
and follow the path along the edge of the
trees, keeping them to your left, to the
base of a small coal tip. Turn left and
walk towards the trees. Follow the path
between the trees keeping the brook on
your left.

Q2 What is the name of this brook and
associated canal?

Continue along the path, keeping a
lookout for remnants of lock no 9,
Limekiln Lock.

The orange staining in the water is as a
result of water being pumped from the
nearby mine.
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Turn left down the path just before the
electricity pole, through the gate and
under the bridge. Follow the path,
keeping trees and the brook to the right
and bear right at the fork. Follow the
path to the bridge and cross over into
Pewit Carr Nature Reserve.

Q3 Whar is a Carr? (see our natural
heritage leafler, Pewit Carr)

Continue along the path. If you turn
round when you reach a small barrier a
little way along, the marshy avea of the
Carr can be seen. Walk on over the old
railway line until you reach a stile. Go
over this stile, towards the houses and the
road.
