COUNCIL TAX DISCOUNT/EXEMPTION 
Students
School leavers 
The full Council Tax bill assumes that there are at least two adults residing in the property.  However, certain people will not be counted when calculating the number of adults in a property and a discount or exemption could apply which would reduce the amount of Council Tax due.

Examples – assuming four adults are resident
A – 1 person is a student, 3 are not
100% charge will apply because there are still 



at least 2 adults are counted

B – 2 adults are students, 2 are not
100% charge will apply because there are still



at least 2 adults are counted

C – 3 adults are students, 1 is not
75% charge will apply, only 1 person is



counted so a 25% discount can be awarded

D – all 4 adults are students
100% EXEMPTION applies so no charge due

Qualifying conditions

You must be attending a Full-time course at School/College or University.  The course must be for at least one year with an average of 21 hours per week attendance for at least 24 weeks.

Where the above does not apply but a student satisfies the following criteria, they may still be disregarded for Council tax purposes.
Aged under 20

Must be attending a full time course at School/College of Further Education and the course must last at least 3 months and the number of hours of study each week must be more than12.

If a person is disregarded because they are in further education and under 20, they will be disregarded until either A) their 20th birthday or B) 1st November (whichever is the earlier) providing they are still at school/college on 30th April. (of that year).

Foreign Language Assistants

Will not be counted for Council Tax purposes providing they are registered with The Central Bureau for Educational Visits & Exchanges as a foreign language assistant at a school/college or other educational establishment in great Britain.

Student Nurses

Only nurses on project 2000 courses will be required to complete an application as other Nursing courses DO NOT QUALIFY.
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
